LEGACY #2

A new bunker on the right hand side of the fainhag
been added in the area where players layup orndibés
Graham Cooke's concept was to force the golfer to
attempt to hit the ball straight off the tee. Timsw
bunker will certainly do the trick as it lays 11@rgs
from the greens, and will catch your ball if headed
towards the corner bush. The old Stanley Thompson
bunker on the right side of the green was reclaiaedi
reshaped to catch shots that miss the green. This
traditionally crafted bunker will also create déiion to
a green that slopes from right to left. A new douith
bunker shot will be required out of this stratelfjca
placed hazard. A new cart path will be added tepke
carts away from the green area up into the busheo
right of the green. The maintenance crew has laiso
several metres of new drainage pipe in the fairteagssist in drainage during our rain
seasons. You will also notice that the pond onacgg#3 may come into play for the
shorter hitters as it now stretches towards thravégi of #2.

LEGACY #3

Major changes have
occurred on Legacy #3 as
per the plans created by
Graham Cooke. A new
tee has been added
between the back and front
tees. This tee will be
utilized both as a forward
tee for the gold/black tee
blocks and a back tee for
the blue tee blocks depending on the day. Two s@ash §
bunkers have been added on the left side and aeb
complex with two large bunkers has been added ¢o
right side of the hole. The pond has also beenifiedd
and now stretching into the fairway close to theegrarea. Although the birch tree that
protected the green has been removed, the diffiailthe hole has increased due to the
new hazards created. Towards the 4th tee youfinill several newly planted trees that




will assist in protecting players playing from th#éh and 6th tee areas. The mound that
once created friendly kicks onto the green on tpgbktthand side has bee removed and
replaced with a swale that will created bouncesr dlhe green or short of the green

depending on where the ball lands. A once basithpae has now turned into one of the

most beautiful holes at Saugeen.

LEGACY #4

A new tee block has been added that will be utllibg the black tee blocks and adds 10
yards to this short par 5. Several more trees belladded prior the the opening of
Legacy in 2009.

LEGACY #5

This hole will have a new look for the players jtayfrom the red tee as a new tee block
has been added in order to shorten this difficalé by 30 yards. Drainage has also been
added throughout the fairway, in order to assiskeeping this generally wet fairway,
dry. The cart path has also been modified bethedyteen in order to keep the cart path
out of play. Watch for the removal of the carthptad the left of the green in the near
future.

LEGACY #6

Major modifications have

also occurred on the 6th

hole of Legacy. A large

tee complex has been

created to improve the

layout of the hole for all

tee markers on this hole.

The former gold and blue

tee markers that use to be

on the left side have been

removed and are now

placed directly infront of

the black blocks. A

larger red teeing ground has slo been created areWwaforward tee box built. On the
right side of the fairway, a large mound and burda@nplex has been created. For those
looking to have the best angle into the greenrg cwver this complex is required, but be
aware that a shot coming up short of this new cerplill leave you with no sight line
to the green as the new mounds stand over 10 HeeQa the left side of the fairway,
closer to the green, lies a new mound and bunkewplax, created as a target line for
those that are not willing to attempt to fly therqaex on the right. The changes made to
Legacy #6 have assisted in moving away from treegiit away feel.



LEGACY #8

The most significant modification to

Legacy occurred on hole number eight. As

you can see from the photos, major

changes occurred to all aspects of the

hole. The once sharply angled hill to the

right of the green has been removed and

replaced with rolling mounds and

strategically placed bunkers that flow

around to the back of the green. The

towering birch trees that once protected the

tiny green have been removed to create better Biggd to the new and improved green
complex. The cart path has been modified fromtdegreen in order to avoid untimely

bounces and visual distractions, and placed taigig of the hole, rolling through the

trees and new mound complexes. The new green eam@lsurrounded by the new
mounds and bunkers as previously described anavamvag¢er feature that runs greenside
to the left of the hole. The green has been eeaagd restructured in order to create
more options for pin placements, and now stret@resind the back of the pond and
deeper away from the tee in order to lengthen tie. hAs you can well imagine, Legacy
#8 has changed in a substantial way, and will kekdd upon as one of the most
significant modifications that has occurred at Seumgin the past decade.

SUNRISE #4

The addition of a new bunker complex has takeneptat the left side of the fairway as
per the Graham Cooke Report. This new bunkerasithe into play for all golfers of all
abilities, and should be utilized as a target bunke

SUNRISE #6

The pond on the left hand side of this hole has Imeedified in order to create a stronger
image for the golfer. A new rock wall feature Heeen added to add definition to the
pond in order to assist the golfer in a visual pecsive of carry distance. The pond has
also been modified due to mounding being addedhasdbeen made smaller in order to
create a larger fairway for all players of all #l&k.
